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CONSIDERATION OF OUR CHRISTIAN COMMITMENT: LENT - AS WE BEGIN

Having begun the Lenten Season this past Ash Wednes-
day, we face an important decision. Will we heed the
words spoken to us on Ash Wednesday when we received
ashes on our forecheads: “Repent and believe in the Gos-
pel?" Are we willing to re-examine the depths of our heart
and probe our fidelity to the new covenant presented by Je-
sus? Lent is much more than simply giving up a few favor-
ite things. It is an invitation for total renewal of our hearts.
Our hearts will be renewed to the degree we open them to
God, seek God’s grace, turn way from our sins and embrace
the good news proclaimed by Jesus. =~ We pray with the
psalmist: “Your ways, O Lord, make known to me; teach
me your paths; Guide me in your truth and teach me,
for you are my God and savior.”

I like the quote in the Gospel Ash Wednesday, when Jesus
said for us not to go around with dreary faces, showing the
whole world we were fasting. The Church has called Lent,
the Church’s springtime. It is a time of new life and new
opportunity. And it is also good to remember that we jour-
ney through Lent together, supporting one another, and most
importantly, that Jesus is making the journey with us. I
quoted Pope Francis a few weeks ago about joy, and I would
like to share the quote with you again. “And here is the
word I would like to share with you: Joy! Do not be men
and women of sadness: A Christian can never be sad! Nev-
er give way to discouragement! QOurs is not a joy born of
having many possessions, but of having encountered a per-
son: Jesus in our midst.”

I would like to highly recommend our Women’s Retreat,
Woman — Image of God to the ladies of the parish. Back in
January the priests had Formation Days and they were a
great blend of spirituality, health issues, and relaxing fellow-
ship. The retreat has been planned by Stephanie Gaudin, our
parish nurse, who has held such retreats before. It will be
this coming Saturday, February 28 from 9:00 a.m. until 3:30
p-m. There is a $20.00 fee for the retreat to cover lunch and
all supplies.

Baptismal Hosts and Hostesses are an important part of
our sacramental ministry. We do not celebrate Baptism
during the Lenten Season except in case of emergencies be-
cause Lent has traditionally been a time to prepare for Bap-
tism and renewing our baptismal life, but it is a good time to
reflect on how we celebrate Baptism and how we can im-
prove upon our celebrations.

I hope all of
you received your Lenten mailing with the Lenten booklet
and calendar. You also received the name of a parishioner
we would ask you to pray for, during the Lenten Season.
Finally, I would like to call your attention to the poster in the

church foyer. You received the name of a candidate or cate-
chumen to pray for as they enter the final phase of their jour-
ney into the Church this Sunday with the Rites of Election at
the Cathedral. Photographs of our candidates and catechu-
mens are in the foyer and it would be nice if you could
match the name you received with their photograph in the
foyer. It will make it more personal.

Last Saturday, our Local Court of the Catholic Daugh-
ters of America celebrated their twenty fifth anniversary
with a nice celebration in the parish hall. Guests from other
courts attended and there was a good feeling in the hall as
the evening continued.

AJOURNEY IN FAITH

During this past year, the catechumens and
candidates in the R.C.I.A. Process have been nourished by
the Word of God, the teaching of the Church, and the sup-
port, prayer and example of our Catholic Christian commu-
nity. Their journey of faith began with a call from God.
They come before us today so that we, their faith communi-
ty, may confirm God’s calling them to begin the final period
of their initiation into the full sacramental life of the Church.

After the Rite of Sending, the catechumens and candidates
will be presented to Bishop Muench at the Rite of Election
which takes place at St. Joseph Cathedral in Baton Rouge
this afternoon. They will be honored at a reception at the
Catholic Life Center where they will be able to meet the
Bishop. It is appropriate for the Bishop to recognize them
because he is the sign of unity of the particular Church, and
it is the parish community’s responsibility to bring those in
R.C.ILA into the fullness of the Church. The sponsors and
godparents’ roles are very significant; they represent the
community and are asked during this Rite to make public
testimony about the catechumens. The decision of the
R.C.LLA. participant to go through this Rite means that the
judgment and decision-making about whether to enter the
Catholic Church has ended. From this point forward, they
are no longer catechumens but are called the “Elect”. They
will enter into the final period of preparation for initiation
into the Church.
