In our Gospel today, Jesus shares those familiar and  
encouraging words invitation with us, “The harvest is 
plenty, and the laborers are few.”  Jesus’ public ministry 
lasted only about a thousand days.  He had so many places to 
be, so many people who wanted to experience his healing 
and hear his words.  In today’s Gospel he calls 72 disciples 
to help him spread the saving word of God to more distant 
lands, to more and more people.  He sends them out in pairs.  
The message was intended for all regardless of position or 
status in life.  They returned to Jesus all excited about all 
that had happened and what they found themselves able to 
do.  This happened several times in the Gospel.  In Mark’s 
Gospel, Jesus calls his disciples, sends them out and they 
return all excited.  Jesus tells them to come and rest, be re-
newed with him.  The apostles returned to Jesus and reported 
to him all that they had done and what they had taught.  He 
said to them, “Come by yourselves to an out-of-the-way 
place and rest a little.”…So Jesus and the apostles went off 
in a boat by themselves to a deserted place.” (Mark 6:30-
32).  I would like to take advantage of this Sunday’s Gospel 
to make the first announcement and give you all a head’s up 
on a special afternoon of reflection and prayer that will be 
happening here Saturday, August 20, from 1:00 till 3:45 
p.m. led by Fr. Paul Yi for all those involved in any sort 
of ministry here in the parish. More will follow on this 
later, but it seemed a good time to call it to your attention 
and invite you to mark your calendars.
